President Obama Signs Girl Scouts Commemorative Coin Act! 
Girl Scouts Join President In Oval Office As He Signs Bill Into Law.

On Thursday, October 29, 2009 PresidentBarack Obama signed the Girl Scouts of the USA Commemorative 
Coin Act authorizing the minting of 350,000 silver dollar coins in honor of Girl Scouts and the achievements 
of the 50 million women across the nation whose lives have been influenced by Girl Scouting.

This legislation enjoyed strong bipartisan support, with more than 300 cosponsors in the House, and more 
than 70 cosponsors in the Senate.The measure passed unanimously in both the House and Senate earlier this 
month.

The Girl Scouts Centennial Commemorative Coin will be minted in 2013, marking the end of the celebration 
of our first 100 years and the beginning of our second century of leadership. Ten dollars from the sale of each 
coin will go to GSUSA to helpfund much-needed renovations at the Juliette Gordon Low Birthplace in 
Savannah, Georgia. The bill also calls for the Secretary of the Treasury, in collaboration with the GSUSA and 
the Commission of Fine Arts, to design the coin in a manner "emblematic of the centennial of Girl Scouts."

This victory would not have happened without your support. Through your efforts, more than 40,000 
messages were sent to Members of Congress asking for their support. Thanks to each of you, we are poised to 
have a Girl Scouts commemorative coin to celebrate 100 years of Girl Scouting!
