They brought the information they 
learned back to the troop, and the troop voted to earn their Bronze through the Journey.  Their journey had three 
components

ÅPower of One; where the girls discover something about themselves
ÅPower of Team; where they decide as a group what their project will be
ÅPower of Community; where they implement their project

They began their journey with a plan:
ÅComplete the Power of One, Power of Team, and Power of Community (The Journey)
ÅCreate a tally sheet for each girl to document their own time and fliers to promote their work
ÅWork with Pets on Wheels to have our pets visit residents at Catholic Elder Care and to assemble packets of 
information for the organization
ÅTour and research the AHS facility and earn the Pet Care Badge
ÅCollect donations at the Leader's meetings and on their own in decorated collection boxes for AHS
ÅCreate donations such as fleece blankets and small creature toys (filling empty toilet paper rolls w/Timothy 
Hay)for AHS
ÅPrepare andteach activities for the Animals Try-it to GS Brownies, and earn Zoo patches at the MN Zoo Girl 
Scouts Day

Each girl successfully completed the required 15 hours, and to celebrate ended our project with an overnight and day 
at the water park.  Some girls even did extra hours to apply to the Junior Aide and/or Junior Leadership Awards.  The
girlsare proud of the work they have done and encourage others to help the animals.  You can volunteer at animal 
places, take your pet to the vet, keep the environment clean, and donate to animal facilities wish lists (e.g., towels, 
food bowls, blankets, and such). Thank you for helping the animals!
